* Students will be required to submit (1) a copy of an active and unencumbered U.S. RN license with an 

expiration date and (2) an official transcript showing the completion of an associate degree in nursing for an RN 

diploma education from a program wit specialty accreditation, or a regionally accredited institution, or a New 

York State (NYSED) approved program.

* Excelsior University reviews every student individually and this guide is just a sample scenario.  Actual 

requirements will be dependent on the courses a student transfers to Excelsior.

EVALUATION SUMMARY

* All credits with the exception of the cornerstone, information literacy, and the nursing component may be 

transferred into Excelsior University degree program from other sources of credit.

* The Written English requirement is a prerequisite NUR 462 Nursing Capstone. The Written English requirement must be completed in the first 13 Excelsior 

University credits attempted.

** The ethics core requirement is a prerequisite for NUR 462:  Nursing Capstone.

*** Statistics is required and is a pre-/corequisite for Excelsior University's NUR 430:  Research in Nursing.

**** Students are eligible for NUR 462: Nursing Capstone when the ethics core requirement is complete, when they have no more than 6 credits in general 

education still needed, and when all other nursing courses are complete. The nursing elective is the only nursing requirement that can be taken along with the 

capstone course.
